Web Log “Blog” Assignment
Web Expressions

This Blog assignment is worth 15% of your class grade.  There are recommended weekly “milestones” for this assignment so students are expected to develop their Blogs and comment on Blogs of classmates on their own throughout the semester.  Blog entries (postings and comments) will be periodically reviewed by the instructor and feedback may be offered throughout the semester.  

It is the responsibility of the student to spread out their Blog entries throughout the semester so as to provide material for their peers to examine and comment on.  

The Blogs will be viewed by the instructor, classmates, and THE WORLD throughout the semester.  All final expectations of the assignment must be completed and met by the due date of December 1, 2011.  No extensions or ‘extra credit’ will be possible for failing to complete Blogs by this date.

Details:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Students will create and maintain a substantive (non diary style) Blog throughout the semester while providing commentary to the Blogs of other classmates.  The topics chosen should be such that will generate good quality feedback, discussion, and / or debate.

Pictures and URLs are required and should be utilized where appropriate.

Commentary on the Blogs of other classmates must also take place on a ‘rough’ weekly basis.  When commenting on the Blogs of classmates it is important that you use your real name or PSU username in the commentary so you can be identified by the instructor.

Students must meet the requirements as outlined.  The grade for the assignment will be based on the following.  These are minimum requirements:

1)	The student posts at least 10 entries over the course of the semester.

2)	The Blog entries are well thought out, grammatically correct, have substance, and are of good quality.  
Strong effort will help the grade, week effort will hurt it.  

3) 	The Blog entries contain at least 20 links that are appropriate to the Blog content.  These links should be spread out among various Blog entries.

4)	Each Blog entry contains an image that is related to the topic being presented.

5)	The student posts at least 10 comments to classmates’ Blogs over the course of the semester.  Students should comment on a variety of different Blogs and the comments should be well thought out, 
grammatically correct, and have quality substance.

Students should note that the key to the assignment is ongoing Blogging.  Students who don’t spread out their postings or commentary throughout the semester shall be significantly penalized in grading.

Bonus points may be offered for exceptional Blogging.
