Exams (15%): 	There will be a mid-term and final exam to assess key knowledge and concepts that were presented over the course of the semester.  The final exam is not cumulative.

Assignments / Labs (30%):		The 30% share will result from the average of all the assignments.  
Note that some assignments count more than some due to their complexity / the work involved:

* Web (proposal) assignment #1
* Web (milestone) assignment #2 (counts x2)
* Web (milestone) assignment #3 (counts x2)
* Photoshop assignment (counts x3)
* Sound assignment
* Flash / Animation assignment (counts x3)
* Moviemaker assignment

Weblog (15%):				The Weblog grade will be based on an ongoing evaluation and final 
review of student Blogs.  The grade will be derived from the following 
factors:

* Number of Blog entries completed
* Quality of Blog entries (grammar, content, depth, subject depth)
* Use of links
* Use of images
* Quality of commentary posted to other student Blogs
* Distribution of entries throughout the semester
* Overall effort.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Contribution & Effort (10%):	Participation and engagement in class discussion, appropriate use of class time, resourcefulness, effort, attentiveness, and class contributions, are important.  Smaller non-graded in-class assignments may also be taken into consideration as ‘participation’.  Students should note that playing games, texting, accessing social-networking sites, or taking part in other similar activities during class time will negatively impact the participation grade.

Final project (30%):	Refer to the final project assignment for the specific make-up of this component.

Attendance (impact):	Students may have up to two unexcused absences (the equivalent of a full week of classes) without any impact to their class grade.  Additional unexcused absences will result in a deduction of grade points from the student’s final grade in the course. 
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
