Web Page Hyperlink Insertion
Web Expressions (CMDI 1200)

This help sheet is intended to assist students with incorporating (hyper)links into their web page.  The process of adding links to a web page is pretty simple. 
	1. First – make sure you have saved your page in the Home directory of your M: drive.  Place your Cursor where you want a hyperlink to go.  Select Insert and then Hyperlink as shown.
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	2. A window will be displayed.  At the top section of the window where you see the Text: area type in the text that you want shown on your page representing the link.  In this example we use “Sample Link Text”.
In the next section where you see the Link: area you would enter the full url for the page you want to link.  For example, if you want to link to another page on your site your address would be something like http://oz.plymouth.edu/~davec/newpage.html
Click OK to complete the link.  
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
