Web Page Table Insertion
Web Expressions (CMDI 1200)
This help sheet is intended to assist students with incorporating a table into their web page.  These instructions assume that a web page has already been started and saved.  Tables can be used to present columnar data or information in an orderly fashion…but they can also be used to organize the layout of a page.  Tables are ‘finicky’ in that they have lots of properties that control how they are rendered in a browser.  Experiment with the properties to establish better control of how your pages render.  Specifically you should consider using pixels instead of percentages when it comes to defining their size.
	1. Make sure the cursor is where you want the table to be inserted.
Click on Insert, and then Table as shown here.
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	2. A window will pop up having many options for designing the table.  The only settings we manipulate in this example are as follows:
Change Rows to 5.

Change Columns to 3.

Change the Table width: to 600.  This is the width of the table in terms of pixels.  If you use a percentage instead then the table will expand / shrink depending on the size of the screen.
Change Border thickness: to 2.
Click OK.
Note: It’s easy to change tables after they are created….just look at and adjust the properties as needed.
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
