Final Project Outline – Your Web Expression
Web Expressions (CS 1200)

This exercise will require you to construct a small, yet creative web site to establish your presence on the WWW.  

This site should consist of small collection of 5 to 7 pages that show the world something you care about or have an interest in while attempting to show off your creativity.  Students are encouraged to be creative, think “outside the box”, and to even consider keeping their page visible after the assignment is graded.  

As the final all-encompassing assignment, the web site will be required to incorporate specific modes of expression which students will construct throughout the semester.  

The project will be viewed by the instructor and classmates throughout and at the end of the semester.  Students will be required to present their pages to the class; walking through the various components and pointing out the creative aspects.  

Details:

The page must be created in Dreamweaver or another appropriate web design application, named “index.htm”, and placed in the student’s M: drive “Home” directory.  Students will need to verify that it can be viewed from any browser at the following URL (replace “username” with your PSU username):

Your web site should represent a specific topic or something you have a caring or vested interest in….while exercising creative thought.  Specific guidelines regarding layout, content, and format are not being given….students must use their own creativity to build a creative representation that is “them”.  Students should NOT use copyrighted materials on their site and grade reductions will be applied in such cases. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]In order to be successful you must create your web site with the following in mind.  The grade will be based on the following.  The percentage values represent the maximum possible for the component.  All components must be created and / or manipulated by you.  These requirements are subject to change:

1) Site organization, formatting, consistency, and professional look			20%
2) Site “balance” (regarding text, images, and other media)				10%
3) At least one picture had significant Photoshop manipulation			10%
4) At least one quality graphical component was created in Photoshop		10%
5) At least one animation of significant quality was created in Flash			10%
6) The site contains one quality video / slideshow completed in Moviemaker		10%
7) Creative expression and effort							25%
8) ALT tags are used								05%

Bonus points may be offered for sites that are deemed exceptional or have very unique characteristics.
