Linking additional pages to your site:

You need to create a link to the page (file) and then you can create the page (file)….or you can reverse the order – it does not matter.  What DOES matter is that they share the EXACT SAME file name.

For example: 

Let’s say you want to link to a page you will soon create.  You should set the name to go along with its topic.  For this example we will create a page that will contain stories.

Insert a link on your main page following this example:

http://oz.plymouth.edu/~davec/stories.html

You would substitute your username in place of ‘davec’ and whatever your file name is in place of ‘stories.html’.

If anyone clicks on the link it will go out to your account and look for the web page called ‘stories.html’…but at this point it may not exist.  Once you are ready to create the page simply open up Dreamweaver and create a page…saving it in your Home folder under (in this case) the name ‘stories.html’.

That’s it.  Repeat this process for the other links.
