MovieMaker: Help Sheet
Web Expressions (CMDI 1200)

This help sheet is intended to assist students with recording video in MovieMaker
	1. Plug the camera into the USB Port on the front of the computer.  The USB Port is the flat slot-shaped port.  The computer may or may not acknowledge that the camera is attached.
Start up the Windows Movie Maker software.

In the Task Pane under Capture Video click on Capture from video device.
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	2. The Video Capture Wizard window will display.  Under Available devices you should see Logitech QuickCam Messenger and options to change settings.
Simply click on Next.
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	3. Enter a name for your video and a location for your video.  This usually needs to be saved to the DESKTOP and then can be copied to your M: Drive.  This is due to software limitations that don’t allow it to initially be saved to a network location.
Click Next when ready to proceed
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	4. Another window will open where you can adjust the quality of video (optimizing it for the appropriate application.  You can experiment with this but remember to DELETE any videos you create that are not needed (such as experiments) as they take up a lot of disk space.
It is recommended that you select Other Settings and start with High quality video (small) especially if creating video for the web.

Once you adjust the settings click on Next.
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	5. The Capture Video screen will show up.  You should see a live view from your web cam.  You can adjust the view by moving the cam.
You can change a few minor settings if you wish.

To record a clip click on Start Capture.

To stop recording and create the clip click on Stop Capture.
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	6. When you stop the capturing you can save the clip or add more to the existing clip.
When you are ready to save the clip click on Finish.
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	7. The software will process the clip and it will show up in it’s raw form in the location you defined.  The clip will also display on the storyboard so you can edit it if needed.
Editing is optional.

You will also see the full-size video in it’s own area where you can play it as recorded (without any editing).

You can repeat the process and record other video clips to construct the final video and can tie them together by dragging them to the storyboard if necessary.

	8. To add a title or credits first drag the video to the Timeline.  Click on Make Titles or Credits under the Edit Movie section.  A variety of options are presented for you to utilize.  Choose as needed and follow through as the software is intuitive.

In this example we add a title to the beginning of the movie.
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	9. As we enter the text it is displayed in the movie.  Click on Done.
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	10. Video effects can be added by clicking on View video effects under the Edit Movie section.  Various effects are displayed.  To apply one to your video click on the appropriate effect.  

Effects are best applied to certain clips rather than the entire video….but for purposes of this example we apply it to the entire video.
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	11. If you have more work to do on the project (you need to do more later save the project by clicking on the disk icon (save project).  Save the file in the format it presents (Windows Movie maker Projects .MSWMM) in a location that is convenient.

Once you finalize the project you will want to go back and delete this project file.
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	12. To finalize your project in a format where others can view it do File | Save Movie File.  
Select the “save your movie for playback on your computer” format / location as prompted by the wizard and adjust settings as needed.
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
