Movie Maker Project Expectations
Web Expressions (CMDI 1200)

This Movie Maker component must be integrated into students’ web sites as part of the final project and must be in place on the web site by class time on December 6th.  Instructions regarding linking or embedding the completed component will be presented in class.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Students can chose between one of the two project variations.  Regardless of which project is chosen, the completed component must be linked or embedded on the student’s web site.  The creation must be developed specifically for this class.  The content should ‘fit’ with the site’s theme or topic and students should make a sincere effort to be creative in the creation of this content.

Students wishing to use their own software or hardware differing from that which is presented in the class may do so….as long as they can meet the full expectations of the assignment.  Students should be aware that they will be ‘on their own’ regarding technical support for non-class software / hardware.

Special note: students should pay close attention to the size of the component as profiles have quota limitations.  
 
Option #1:

Students must create a slideshow using still images.  The slideshow must utilize transition effects between the images and must include text where appropriate.  The slideshow MUST start with a ‘title screen’ showing the title of the show, the author, and any other ‘credits’ if needed.  All media must be ‘free to use’ (not copyrighted) and it is recommended that the content not be a repeat of something already on the site.  The slideshow itself must be an original creation by the student (students are not permitted to utilize a slideshow they may have created for another class or purpose).  It is recommended that the slideshow contains 7 - 10 frames.

Option #2:

Students must create a movie.  Since the class does not have equipment to acquire digital video, students opting for this option must utilize their own equipment (digital camera that takes video for example).  The movie must utilize transition effects between the different media components (such as between the title screen and the clips) and must include text where appropriate.  The slideshow MUST start with a ‘title screen’ showing the title of the show, the author, and any other ‘credits’ if needed.  All media must be ‘free to use’ (not copyrighted).  

Bonus: Additional points may be offered if the movie / slideshow is deemed exceptional and / or has very unique characteristics, effort, etc..
