Final Project – Presentation Guidelines
Web Expressions (CMDI 1200)

As the final all-encompassing assignment, your web site is required to incorporate specific modes of expression which you learned about and have implemented throughout the semester.  
Students are required to present their pages to the class…walking through the various components / aspects of the web site.  Students need to verify that their page is indeed viewable and all components are working by the time / date of their presentation.  
The assignment will be graded by the instructor and a peer evaluation tool will be completed by each student for each presentation following the presentation.
Details:

* Presentations should be approximately 2 to 5 minutes

* Present your web site to the class explaining how each section or component represents your topic
* Point out specific areas (if any) where you feel your web site excels

* Point out specific areas (if any) where you could improve upon if you developed your site further

* Point out areas of the site that frustrated you (in their development)

* Specifically show the class each component that was required of the assignment (explaining any unique characteristics, techniques, etc.).  Point out the following:

The movie animation / slide show component
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
